PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 11, 2011

The meeting of the Ithaca Planning Commission was called to order by Chairperson John Wilson at
7:00 p.m.

Present were Chairperson John Wilson, Secretary Mark Barrows and Members Neville Pitcher, Doug Wright, Jim Gruesbeck, Jerry Timmons, Dr. Wilbur Rykert and George Bailey. City Staff present Building Inspector Dale Sherman.

Absent was Dr. Kelvin Grant.
Public in Attendance: Josh Melnek for JBS Contracting, Matt Vernon, Kari Vernon and Quincy Seiler for Monosem Inc.
Moved by Bailey, second by Timmons to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held September 13, 2011. Motion carried.

Public Comments: None were given.

Moved by Bailey, second by Timmons to open the Public Hearing on the request made by Matt Vernon for a special use permit for a new accessory building. Motion carried.
Chairperson Wilson opened the Public Hearing at 7:05pm.

Chairperson Wilson discussed the request made by Matt Vernon for a special use permit to construct a 30’ x 60’ barn, 1800 square feet, located at 796 Serenity Drive, Ithaca Michigan. A letter which was provided by Mr. Vernon’s bank was read aloud by Building Inspector Sherman. The letter was required by the Planning Commission Board for proof of financing approval from the bank.
Moved by Wright, second by Timmons to close the Public Hearing. Motion carried.

Moved by Wright, second by Timmons to accept the letter and allow Mr. Vernon to move forward.

Members, Mr. Quincy Seiler for Monosem, and Mr. Josh Melnek for JBS Contracting discussed the request made by Monosem for a site plan review to construct a 75’ x 120’ x 16’ Industrial Addition. Bailey questioned if the current water drainage was sufficient to handle the new addition. Mr. Seiler said the original drainage will handle the addition. Bailey questioned if there would be problems with the parking. Mr. Seiter assured the members the parking would be adequate for the addition of employees. 
Moved by Timmons, second by Gruesbeck to approve the site plan.

Mr. Sherman gave an update on Cartridges Are Us.
