City Policies, Ordinances, and more... 

WATER BILLS: The City will no longer be hanging door hangers for past due water bill notices.  Bills are 
sent out in April, July, October and January of each year and residents have thirty days to pay 
their bill.  At that time any unpaid bills will incur a 10% late fee.  Any remaining unpaid bills after 
the next thirty days will result in a water shut-off with subsequent fees. 

NO OVERNIGHT PARKING ON CITY STREETS: City ordinance states there is to be no parking on City            
s       streets between the hours of 2:00AM-5:00AM.  Please be sure to not park on the street so our DPW          
r       crew can properly plow the city streets during the winter months. 

RECYCLING: As you are aware, Grangerôs pilot Blue Bag Recycling Service is no longer offered.  Residents 
are allowed to take their recycling to Grangerôs Alma location at 2355 Michigan Avenue at no charge.   
The facility is open Monday-Friday from 7:00AM-4:00PM. 

BRUSH PILE: The City brush pile is located at the end of Meadow Lane.  City residents are encouraged to 
take their yard waste to this site for disposal.  We ask that you please follow the posted signs and dump only 
what is allowed (brush, grass clippings) and place it in the proper pile.  Anything not properly disposed of 
costs our DPW crew additional time separating the material.

8:00 am - 4:00 pm. Please bring photo identification when you come in to register to vote or to vote absentee.

The leaves are beginning to fall.  Curbside leaf pickup will begin October 18th thru 

November 20th weather permitting. Please rake leaves into a wind row along the edge 
of the street on the night before your scheduled pickup. (Please do not put the leaves 
directly on the street or sidewalk.) Any leaf piles that contain grass clippings,  

walnuts, sticks or other debris will not be picked up as they plug up the leaf vacuum. For brush and 
tree limbs, the City maintains a brush pile located at the east end of Meadow Lane that is free to City 
residents. Consider helping a neighbor if they do not have the means to take brush to the brush pile.  

While we encourage you to utilize the curbside pick-up program, the City also has an ordinance for 

burning leaves. During the months of October and November you can burn leaves. Keep the piles 
small and under control. The burning piles must be attended at all times. Leaves cannot be burned on 
the city streets, alleys or sidewalks. Burning items of any other kind is prohibited. Please be conscious 
of neighbors that may have difficulty breathing, asthma or use oxygen before choosing this option over the leaf pickup program. 

With winter weather being around the corner, we are starting to prepare for the snow and ice. The DPW Crew starts  plowing and salting the 

streets during the early hours of the morning. The priority order for clearing snow are the major streets, local streets, 
downtown and city buildings, alleys and clearing snow piles out of intersections. When possible, the City will assist with 
clearing sidewalks when there is 6 inches of snow or more.  City ordinance states that no vehicle can be parked on 
the streets during the hours of 2:00 AM to 5:00 AM year around.  We appreciate your cooperation. 
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Once again the DNR has a deer check station at McNabb 
Park.  The 24 hr. self-service station is open Oct 1 - Jan 4.  
Attendant is on site Sat, Sun, & Mon from 9am to 4pm. 

Closed Nov 11, 25 & 26. Dec 24, 25 & 31 Jan 1.  Hunters who bring 
their deer in will receive a DNR cooperative successful hunters 
patch.
